Most of this entailed having students do online classroom management tutorials or a Google classroom training.  Focus will switch back to the live practicum experiences and having students do a reflection paper that looks at general aspects of the artifact development process in regard to the InTASC standards.  We’d like to “train” them early on to look for key aspects as they observe lead teachers.
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
