2. n/a    This one saw a 2% increase from spring 2020.  Only one student elected to not do a presentation. Most low scores (3 C’s) were due to students not doing either a voiceover or video for the presentation since they were all in the web-based section.  Student still struggled with BigBlue Button, conferencing application in Canvas.  I will encourage students to upload video from their phones or YouTube links which has a quicker upload speed.

1. Substantial drop from the previous fall.  This is a very straightforward assignment but I have many students who struggle with it and don’t turn it in.  It is even more difficult when I have to rely on them to watch the lectures for instructions since we were online due to the pandemic.  I probably need to embed an instructional video in the assignment itself.

Notes:
20 students took the course this past fall and 13 in the Spring.  For the academic year 20-21 this course was online due to Covid-19 but still addressed all aspects of education (curriculum, pedagogy, politics, philosophy, etc) for the student who is starting their degrees in education.  
75% of Fall final student grades were As and Bs which was approximately a 10% significant drop from the previous fall semester.  3 students earned grades of C and 1 D and 1 F.  84.6% of spring student final grades were As and Bs which was an increase from the prior spring.   
Most students easily find success in the course due to the format of exploration in education topics.   The explorations deal with very basic education content and historical background.  
In the past 5 years, students have consistently done well in the course as evidenced by the means for each assignment aligned to each course outcome.  Student evaluations have always been favorable.  The only significant change has been to some of the rubrics and assignment directions to make expectations clearer and to have the assessments better reflect the newer edition of the textbook.  The change in rubrics and directions has led to better scores on essay-type assignments.  This is the third time I’ve done an evaluation for this course and data trends seem to be consistent over the course of these evaluations. 
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
