	Collectively, the students started the semester out very strong. Throughout the course, I discovered that the essay questions were too lengthy. I scaled down the essay questions. It was evident that one student was taking the course to access FAFSA funds. As soon as he received his first payment, this student stopped participating. His work was not legible or understandable. I reported the issue to financial aid, and they helped me to monitor the issue. Another student stopped participating after the first assignment.

	The Discussion Board Discussions have been extremely successful in this course; however, I did not assess the Discussion Board assignments as all participating students excelled in addressing the topics which were reiterated in the essay exams and projects.

	Some of the students noted that they struggled with understanding the procedures for writing an IFSP/IEP. This year, I provided the students with actual IFSP/IEP video examples that occurred in actual classrooms. The outcome was remarkable for the students overall.
