1. Approval of Minutes – The minutes of the President’s Council meeting on January 23, 2006 were approved.
2. ICE Committee Calendar – Pat Warren was present to share the Intellectual and Cultural Enrichment (ICE) calendar of events planned for spring.  The goal of the committee was to integrate the events into the classroom.  They used the Board of Regents’ Strategic Plan as their focus as they planned the events.  The committee has many diverse events planned.  There will be an African American Authors read-in at the Child Center and on Elko Live.   There are a couple of film festivals and Chautauqua’s scheduled.  Danny said that there is an overlap that should be looked at on February 25, which is the day of the Foundation’s dinner dance.  John Rice will forward the calendar to the Elko Daily Free Press.  Pat extended her appreciation to Mike McFarlane for his support for these events.  
3. Calendar of Important Dates – Paul Killpatrick requested that a master list of important dates be developed.  Things to be put on the list would be Board of Regents meetings, due dates for system reports, when textbook orders are due, graduation dates, etc.  Mardell Wilkins will be compiling these important dates.  Please get your area’s important dates to Mardell by February 8.  She will bring a list to President’s Council in two weeks for review.  
4. Pahrump Discussion – Paul Killpatrick reported that the Board of Regents approved GBC’s agenda item to include Nye County in our service area.  We are compiling a list of questions to send to President Carpenter.  We would like permission from President Carpenter to send a team down in a couple of weeks.  Paul would like to see Pat Warren and Bret Murphy go down to address continuing education and career and technical programs.  Linda Uhlenkott suggested sending Jan Kempster down soon to address math and English.  Meachell LaSalle has already gone down for ESL.  There will be a separate memo of understanding about the Foundation.  
5. Public Use of the Labs – Carl Diekhans informed PC about an issue that comes up every year – public use of the computer labs.  We need to decide what we want to do about this.  In the past, we have allowed the public to come into HTC to use the facility.  The library is always open for use.  At this time some people are coming into HTC to do personal business, printing of Christmas cards, and downloading tremendous amounts of information.  We do not charge a fee for this, nor are we charging them for copies.  Carl asked that everyone think about this as we need a solution to this problem.  One option is to shut it off from the public.  
6. Honorary Degree Nominations – Mardell Wilkins said the nominations for honorary degree and community service are due to the system office on February 14.  President’s Council briefly discussed some possible candidates for the awards.
