President’s Council: Alex Porter: Edibles for Education was a successful event and the SGA received a certificate of appreciation for their efforts. He talked about the upcoming events for the SGA including a lunch crunch, root beer pong tournament, and a movie night.

Tom Reagan: They are working on a mentoring policy for new academic faculty members. It was voted on and passed through PC. There are changes to the Professional Development Funding Request Procedure. Funds will now be split between fall and spring semesters, on a first-come, first –serve basis for each. Previously funds were available on a first-come first-serve basis for fall and all the money would be depleted before spring. Verbiage was added with regards to funding coming from the department budget first. Additionally, Comp and Benefits will decide in fall the budget for this fund each year. Verbiage/requirements for certificates will be changed in the catalog. Previously, certificates required BUS 11, MATH 116, 120, or 126.
