Update on R25 (room scheduling software) installation – Cynthia and Lora worked on room coding and Cynthia met with Anneta regarding the room coding.  Questions came up with regards to the interface between R25 and SIS before PS comes on-line.  Questions also came up with regards to Holiday schedule in R25 and will R25 over write the Holiday schedule in PS.  Lora will follow up on the interface and Anneta on the holiday schedule.   We now have access to our own instance and will not be in a shared instance for R25.  Branch Campuses will also use R25 for their scheduling, so will need to get them access and training.  Go-live is scheduled for June.  Class schedule in PS will need to be up in Fall 2010 for Fall 2011.
Academic Structure recap – Discussed items including Career Program Plan and we have a list of items to address with regards to setup.  SR also has a list of items to do before their iDPs start.

Campus Community for week of 2/8 – Campus Community is the 3Cs – communication, comments, and contacts.  These IDPs will include topics such as external orgs, personal information, and search match.  IDP sessions are Tuesday and Wednesday mornings for the next 2 to 3 weeks.

Shared Instance and ASGs – The Shared Instance meets every Thursday.  Each module has an ASG which should be meeting at least once a month.  There is also a technical ASG and in the future may have a security ASG or it may be combined with technical.

Status reports – Completed once a week with the draft going to the Module Leads for additions and review.  It is recommended that Module leads use status reports during their IDPs in order to keep track of where you are at, tasks to be completed and decisions made.
