DRAFT: GBC overload limit policy:

The maximum overload any GBC faculty member may have in any semester is 9 workload units (WU). As per the GBC workload policy for full-time faculty (Chapter 5, Section 5, Part V.), all overload for any semester must be approved in advance. In determining the maximum overload for one semester, certain types of overload may be excluded in determining if a faculty member has met the maximum overload of 9 WU. These exclusions include the following:
1. Exclude up to 3 WU of non-instructional, reassigned duties.

2. Exclude any classes which are not taught 100% within the published regular 15 week semester.

3. If online classes are being taught and workload is received for classes with enrollment of any course split into more than one section, up to 6 WU may be excluded from the maximum allowed for overload.

4. Do not include the .25 WU/credit adjustment for certain online classes of large size (workload policy, Chapter 5, Section 5, Part IV.A.1.d.(2)).

5. Exclude independent study WU.

6. Any WU above 9 after the above listed considerations must have the approval of the faculty member’s supervisor in advance.
