Report of the Curriculum and Articulation Committee

GBC Faculty Senate on November 18, 2016

The Curriculum and Articulation Committee met on November 7, 2016.

Items for approval:

(1) New course & prefix for BS Biology: BCH400  – Introduction to Biochemistry
(2) New course for BAS Management & Supervision Emphasis: MGT 482 – Leadership -- Progression in Thought. This Capstone course will also be taken to the General Education Committee for approval.
(3) New title and grading basis change: WLL 111 – First Year Shoshoni I (A-F)

(4) New course: WLL 112 – First Year Shoshoni II (WLL = World Languages and Literatures)
(5) Prerequisite change: MGT 323 (Organizational Behavior and Interpersonal Behavior) and 367 (Human Resource Management). Change from MGT 310 to “sophomore standing or higher.”
(6) Course credit change: EMS 118 – Advanced Emergency Medical Technician. Change from 10.5 to 8 credits.

Informational items:

(1) Heads up that there is an overhaul of the BAS emphasis areas, primarily to create a consistent common BAS core throughout. All BAS emphases will be required to include the following core:
a. Science: AMS 320 or INT 369 or PHYS 152 or PHYS 181
b. FIN 310

c. MGT 310

d. MGT 323 or 367

(2) The BAS Management in Technology Emphasis will be renamed Management & Supervision. 

(3) Reactivation: MGT 480 – International Management

(4) Change Gen Ed Human Relations/Math requirement for the Medical Coding & Billing Certificate from BUS 110 to COT 240.
