Before a vote could be taken, several members of the Senate had questions and discussion was held.  The math department was asked to assist in determining the ranges and Secretary Daniels discussed how that was done.  There was more discussion.  When the vote was taken, there were 20 ayes, 7 opposed, and 17 abstentions.  Motion passes.

Pat Anderson brought forward the action item “For Cause” Drug Testing.  The item has come from the Personnel Department and the Safety Committee.  The State has mandated this same procedure for all State Classified employees, no matter the agency they work for.  This proposal will cover all professionals, all letter of appointments and adjuncts.  This is strictly “for cause”, based on a complaint.  Pat reviewed the proposal.  There is one correction to the proposal; item #3, in the last line, the number should change from 8 to 9.   There was a motion and a second to approve the item.  There were 44 ayes, 2 opposed, and 3 abstentions.
