VII. President’s Report

Vice President Duran reported in the absence of President Porter:

· President Porter apologized for not being at the meeting.
· He said that President’s Council meeting was on Tuesday, and during his report he gave a recap of Unity Week, and he also told them about the upcoming events. During this meeting, he learned that a new ad hoc committee has been formed by the Chair and Vice Chair of the Board of Regents. He opposes to this idea due to the fact that we are all in a time where students have seen tuition increase, and it is making it more difficult for students to pursue a higher education. 

· The travel of the Executive Board has been finalized, and they will be leaving on Tuesday, December 3rd. They will hopefully stop in Ely, and then visit Pahrump on the 4th. He said that if the Senators are willing, it would be cool if there was a poster or notice out saying that the Executive Board will be at the respective center on those days. He also said that it is important to be visible at all centers, especially if the students have any concerns or opinions on the increase of fees and tuition.

Information

· Senator Ruvalcaba said that college students are complaining that the high school students are not cleaning up after themselves in the Game Room. Pat Anderson said that Student Government should make a poster board with rules, and that Student Government should talk to the high school kids about cleaning up their mess.
· Senator Chino said that he had the same problems on the Pahrump Center, and their Center Director, Diane Wrightman, said that he and Senator Dubin should talk to them because they will listen to someone closer to their age group.

· Treasurer Jaimes said the TED TALKS went very well, with 114 people in attendance; 25 from the off- sites. He also thanked those who attended, it was a successful event. They are thinking about doing it twice a semester.

· Senator Harrison asked when the last SGA meeting will be, and Vice President said that the last meeting will be November 22nd.
