o Ensure nothing is incorrect.
e Add anything that is relevant to your experience and do not include anything that is not
relevant.
e Tryto aim your resume to meet all qualification requirements.
e Education should be about one page. If you are not graduated yet but will be soon add the
future date to the resume for when you will be graduated.
e Trytoinclude anything that might be relevant even if it is a side project.
e If anyone has questions or wants information on something, email Ryan Hathaway for further
discussion.
